On October 21% Kash Heed, Minister of Public Safety and Solicitor General, announced changes to the Motor
Vehicle Act that, following legislative approval, will mean it will be illegal for people in British Columbia to use
hand-held cell phones and other portable electronic devices while driving.

The BC Coalition of People with Disabilities has been advocating for such a ban and we are pleased with
Minister Heed’s announcement. We are also encouraged that Minister Heed has committed to implement a
public education campaign to educate drivers about the new rules and the dangers of driving while distracted.
We believe such a campaign will be crucial to ensuring that the new law will be as effective as possible.

The ban will become law on January 1% 2010.
We would like to sincerely thank all the community organizations, municipalities and individuals who have
written to us in support of our efforts to see this legislation implemented. Thank you also to the BC Association
